There has already been a skyscraper there as if it was built by the
miracle time, and it seemed like nothing has been changed since then.

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Wedding guests give gifts to a couple before their wedding. It
is called SHOWERS (SHOWERS TIME) and I will introduce you
the system and how New Yorkers select and buy the gifts.

When you go to a department store, brand store, or store that
has everyday goods store, you would see machines. The system
of the machine is that guests can choose presents for bride from

the list in the machine that bride had registered what she wants.

The way and the order are as follows.

1. Bride inputs her name and registers her wedding in the machine, then gets a scanner for her private
use from the store.

2. Bride does a scan of items which she wants in the store and registers the item information.

3. After doing a scan, bride sends the information she registered to the machine from the scanner.

4. After finishing sending, the items that bride did a scan of and her name are updated on the store’s
website.

5. Bride tells her guests that she had updated the item’s information in website.
Guests can see the item’s list on the store’s web site by inputting bride’s name.

6. Guests choose what they buy from the list which bride wants. The website displays the items which

sold and which do not sell, so they purchase the present for bride from unsold items.

It is very convenient, isn’t it? Of course, you don’t have to
ask all the guests to the shower gifts. May be sometimes
the bride only asks the shower gifts to family members or
friends. That is always bride’s choice. And of course,
sometimes the guest decides themselves what they want to
give to the couple, or sometimes the money card (cash)

would be OK as the gifts.

More and more stores are having this kind of the wedding bride registry in Manhattan nowadays.
